GLPAPA Policy and Procedures

Master Member Program

Purpose of Master Member Status

The purpose of the Master Member Program is to provide quality educational and
mentoring opportunities for Artist Members of GLPAPA. To promote the highest
standards of excellence in artistic achievement, and networking for artists at all levels of
expertise and with their creative peers.

Requirements of Master Membership

Master Members commit to assisting the organization in providing educational
programming at reasonable fees special to the membership, participation in membership
exhibitions, and opportunities for mentoring members through various organizational
activities such as painting meets and group critiques.

Representation

One Master Member shall liaison with the Board of Directors and may be elected
by unanimous vote of voting Master Members. Posting of election must be announced 3
days prior to a vote.

Eligibility
Application for Master Membership status in GLPAPA is open to all artists, both

members and nonmembers, in accordance with the Policies and Procedures of the
organization.

Rules of Procedure

Voting is at the sole discretion of the Jury Panel consisting of 3 to 5 Master
Members. Final selection and approval requires a majority vote of the Jury Panel.

Announcement of the Selection Process must be publicly posted by June 30th in
the year in which the Jury Panel will commence the selection process.

Candidates must submit an official completed application form with supporting
documentation postmarked no later than midnight on October 31st of any year that the
Selection Process is publicly posted.

Alist of successful Candidates shall be submitted to the Board of Directors in writing
within 5 days of the final vote so appropriate organizational recognition may ensue as
determined by the Board of Directors.

Public announcement and/or recognition shall take place no later than the Spring
Meet Event in April of the year following the October 31st submission deadline.
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
